The historical Maison Mila Schön, which has always been connected to the world of culture and art, two necessary sources of inspiration and empathic suggestion, will be the sponsor of the 53rd edition of Spoleto Festival from June 18th to July 4th.

The participation of the Maison to this important event originates from the will to follow in the wake of the “Signora dello Stile”, promoting and supporting every art expression.
The Maison, founded in 1958, became famous thanks to its cuts with strong geometries, and it comes back on the market 50 years later, starting from an attentive rediscovery of its origins, being aware that the formula invented by Mrs. Mila Schön is so precise and defined, so perfect, that it turns out to be timeless in its total modernity. 
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
